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Article 1

This Regulation lays down rules relating to the protection of natural persons
with regard to the processing of personal data and rules reIatlnq to the
free movement of personal data.

This Regulation protects fundamental rights and freedoms of natural
persons and in particular their right to the protection of personal data.

The free movement of personal data within the Union shall be neither
restricted nor prohibited for reasons connected with the protection of natural
persons with regard to the processing of personal data.

This Regulation applies to the processing of personal data of data subjects
who are in the Union by a controller or processor not established in the
Union, where the processing activities are related to:

(a) the offering of goods or services, irrespective of whether a payment of the
data subject is required, to such data subjects in the Union; or

(b) the monitoring of their behaviour as far as their behaviour takes place
within the Union.
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‘personal data’ means any information relating to an identified or identifiable
natural person (‘data subject’); an identifiable natural person is one who can be
identified, directly or indirectly, in particular by reference to an identifier such
as a name, an identification number, location data, an online identifier or to
one or more factors specific to the physical, physiological, genetic, mental,
economic, cultural or social identity of that natural person

‘processing’ means any operation or set of operations which is performed on
personal data or on sets of personal data, whether or not by automated means,
such as collection, recording, organisation, structuring, storage, adaptation or
alteration, retrieval, consultation, use, disclosure by transmission, dissemination
or otherwise making available, alignment or combination, restriction, erasure or
destruction

‘consent’ of the data subject means any freely given, specific, informed and
unambiguous indication of the data subject's wishes by which he or she, by a
statement or by a clear affirmative action, signifies agreement to the processing
of personal data relating to him or her

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Personal data shall be:

(a) processed lawfully, fairly and in a transparent manner in relation to the data
subject (‘lawfulness, fairness and transparency’);

(b) collected for specified, explicit and legitimate purposes and not further
processed in a manner that is incompatible with those purposes; further
processing for archiving purposes in the public interest, scientific or historical
research purposes or statistical purposes shall, in accordance with Article 89(1),
not be considered to be incompatible with the initial purposes (‘purpose
limitation’);

(c) adequate, relevant and limited to what is necessary in relation to the
purposes for which they are processed (‘data minimisation’);

(d) accurate and, where necessary, kept up to date; every reasonable step must
be taken to ensure that personal data that are inaccurate, having regard to the
purposes for which they are processed, are erased or rectified without delay
(‘faccuracy’);

Personal data shall be:

(e) kept in a form which permits identification of data subjects for no longer
than is necessary for the purposes for which the personal data are processed;
personal data may be stored for longer periods insofar as the personal data
will be processed solely for archiving purposes in the public interest, scientific
or historical research purposes or statistical purposes in accordance with Article
89(1) subject to implementation of the appropriate technical and organisational
measures required by this Regulation in order to safeguard the rights and
freedoms of the data subject (‘storage limitation’);

(f) processed in a manner that ensures appropriate security of the personal
data, including protection against unauthorised or unlawful processing and
against accidental loss, destruction or damage, using appropriate technical or
organisational measures (‘integrity and confidentiality’).

The controller shall be responsible for, and be able to demonstrate
compliance with, paragraph 1 (‘accountability’).

the data subject has given consent to the processing of his or her
personal data for one or more specific purposes;

processing is necessary for the performance of a contract to which the
data subject is party or in order to take steps at the request of the data
subject prior to entering into a contract;

processing is necessary for compliance with a legal obligation to which the
controller is subject;

processing is necessary in order to protect the vital interests of the data
subject or of another natural person;

processing is necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the
public interest or in the exercise of official authority vested in the
controller;

processing is necessary for the purposes of the legitimate interests
pursued by the controller or by a third party, except where such interests
are overridden by the interests or fundamental rights and freedoms of the
data subject which require protection of personal data, in particular where
the data subject is a child.

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Where processing is based on consent, the controller shall be able to demonstrate that
the data subject has consented to processing of his or her personal data.

If the data subject's consent is given in the context of a written declaration which also
concerns other matters, the request for consent shall be presented in a manner which
is clearly distinguishable from the other matters, in an intelligible and easily
accessible form, using clear and plain language. Any part of such a declaration which
constitutes an infringement of this Regulation shall not be binding.

The data sub]iect shall have the right to withdraw his or her consent at any time. The
withdrawal of consent shall not affect the lawfulness of processing based on consent
before its withdrawal. Prior to giving consent, the data subject shall be informed
thereof. It shall be as easy to withdraw as to give consent.

When assessing whether consent is freely given, utmost account shall be taken of
whether, inter alia, the performance of a contract, including the provision of a service, is
conditional on consent to the processing of personal data that is not necessary for the
performance of that contract.
